1. Unscrew the larger tooth plug on the side of
the lamp, use a Phillips screwdriver.

2. Adjust the power, color temperature and light-sensing
switches to the appropriate gear as needed.

4. Use a screw driver to unscrew the lamp screws
and remove the uppper half of the fixture.

6. According to the embedded terminal box, punch the
corresponding mounting hole on the light 's mount.
